What do you need to prepare? 
Cut out the cards below or use the large ones saved as ‘Species Images’. 

Print out the habitat headings below 
Activity 
1) Ask the children to sort these pictures into two piles 

a. Have heard of or seen before.
b. Have never heard of before.
2) Go through the pile of never seen before and discuss features you notice e.g. name of the specie, the type of habitat around them, their colours. These characteristics might help us to guess which habitat they best suit. 

3) Now hand out the habitat titles and ask the children to sort the picture into the correct habitat. It might be a good idea to look at the habitat fact sheets prior to this activity so the children know the type of species that might thrive in each habitat. 

4) Look at the answers together. 
Take it further

Idea 1: The children might like to choose an animal to research further. They could create a short video or fact file on the species

Idea 2: Using all the cards from one habitat, can the children create a food chain or map?
